designated as a National Place of Scenic Beauty in October of 20018
because it was one of the first parks to be constructed anl it has mostly
mainlained the criginal layoul, including ils ponds and landscaping,
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protector of Niigata. The goddess of Hakusan is also
known as Kukuri-hime. 10 is said in the Nibon-shoki, the
oldest chronicles of Japan, that Kukori-hime sertled a
quarrel in the marriage between a god and a goddess
which is why Hakusan Shrine is helieved to be good far
matchmaking. he inside of the shrine is colorfully
decorated and on the ceiling, chrysanthemum and peony
flowers have been painted. Tn front of the main building is
a 700 year-old pine trec and behind the building is the
“Jamatsu” or “Snake Pine” named for its shape.
